He wanted the Bible to be read in every home and oversaw the printing of millions of Bibles in many languages.

During his lifetime, he opened hundreds of Catholic liturgical, book and media stores, many with Blessed Sacrament Chapels.

He was a newspaper, magazine, and book publisher; a broadcaster and filmmaker.

He had a Basilica built in Rome to Mary, Queen of Apostles.

He was present at every session of Vatican II.

He is a spiritual father to tens of thousands.
