The Other Lost Son (Luke 15:25-32) 

Now the Father’s elder son was in the field; and when he came and                 
approached the house, he heard music and dancing. He called one of 
the slaves and asked what was going on. He replied, ‘Your brother has 
come, and your father has killed the fatted calf, because he has got 
him back safe and sound.’ Then the elder son became angry and     
refused to go in. 

His father came out and began to plead with him. But he answered his 
father, ‘Listen! For all these years I have been working like a slave for 
you, and I have never disobeyed your command; yet you have never 
given me even a young goat so that I might celebrate with my 
friends. But when this son of yours came back, who has devoured 
your property with prostitutes, you killed the fatted calf for him!’   

Then the father said to him, ‘Son, you are always with me, and all that 
is mine is yours. But we had to celebrate and rejoice, because this 
brother of yours is dead and has come to life; he was lost and has 
been found.’” 

HEARING  ~ Speak Lord, your servants are listening! You 

have the words of eternal life!  
For the sake of freshness we are focusing here on the end of this parable.   

We read the passage 2-3 times. Reflect and share on some of the following:  
 

1. What strikes you about this text?  
2. What is happening to the elder brother in this text? What gives rise 
to these feelings?    
3. How does the father respond to his elder son?  
 
 

HAPPENING ~ Speak Lord, your servants are listening!

1. “he became angry and refused to go in…”     
What makes us so angry that we exclude              
ourselves?

3. “His father ...began to plead with him.” 
What is so important that people will plead for it?                                   
Who, like the Father, does this in our world today?  
 
4. “I have been working like a slave for you….” 
How do we respond when our work seems  
invisible?
