Suddenly there was a noise from the sky which sounded like a 
strong wind blowing, and it filled the whole house where they were 
sitting. Then they saw what looked like tongues of fire which spread out and 
touched each person there.

A reading from the Gospel according to Luke    4:16-22 
Response: Glory to you, O Lord 
 
Then Jesus went to Nazareth, where he had been brought up, and on the 
Sabbath, he went as usual to the synagogue. He stood up to read the 
Scriptures and was handed the book of the prophet Isaiah. He unrolled the 
scroll and found the place where it is written, 
‘The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, 
because he has chosen me to bring good news to the poor. 
He has sent me to proclaim liberty to the captives, 
and recovery of sight to the blind, 
to set free the oppressed 
and announce that the time has come when the Lord will save his people.’ 
Jesus rolled up the scroll, gave it back to the attendant, and sat down.  
All the people in the synagogue had their eyes fixed on him, as he said to 
them, ‘This passage of scripture has come true today, as you heard it being 
read.’ 
They were all well impressed with him and marvelled at the eloquence of the 
words that he spoke.
